The Stunt Scooter workshop was very well received by the children including those of differing abilities and prior experience with scooters

Children able to swim 25 meters 87%
The remaining two pupils, able to swim 10 meters unaided
All children are knowledgeable about water safety

Feedback from pupils and staff after taking part in competitions. They have benefited from more preparation Skills development in PE lessons has been more focused towards readiness for external events
Lunchtime clubs for specific sports has enabled teams to be more prepared for competitions and therefore have more success

Curriculum map – learning walks to evidence complete coverage and focus on skills development within lessons

Increased involvement and enjoyment (particularly in ks1, where some children struggled)

Daily mile re-established, however still work to be done to provide alternative for daily mile when weather is poor (or too hot)
Equipment provided for different activities – ball games, hoops, bats, hockey, however children would benefit from additional training and support to use equipment in a manner that develops skills.

Feedback and photographs demonstrated the inclusion of some who were initially unsure or reluctant to be involved, the engagement of all of the children and the progress they made in developing skills. Some children fed back later that they were getting stunt scooters and would be further developing their skills.
